Psychology Connections Assignment

Psychology is all around you, all the time.  The goal of this assignment is for you to apply psychological principles to the “real world”.  You should begin by looking for real world manifestations of psychology in your own life.  You will be required to turn in a total of four (4) Connections Assignments per quarter (with the exception of Quarter 1).  Due dates are listed below.  Connections Assignments are worth 10 points each, and will be graded according to the rubric below.

Requirements
· Psychological Principle (3 points): Choose and accurately explain a psychological principle discussed in lecture or the textbook. This can be a theory, the results of a specific study, etc.

· Real World Example (3 points): Explain a real world scenario that demonstrates your chosen principle.  This can be something in the news, something that happened to you personally, something you saw on TV or read in a book, etc.  What happened?  What is the gist of the story?

· Connection (4 points): How is your real world scenario an example of the psychological principle?  How could your scenario potentially further our understanding of the principle in question?  How would your scenario have been different without the effects of this principle?
