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Paper (50 points)
· You (and your group, if working in a group) have been assigned a historical example of inhumanity.  You will write a paper based on this example, addressing the following 2 questions:

· 1. What is the history of your historical example?  What happened?  Make sure to explain the 5 W’s of the event (who, what, when, where, why).  Be specific!

· 2. What is inhumanity?  What does it mean to treat someone inhumanely?  How is your topic an example of inhumanity?  Finally, why did the group in your example get treated inhumanely?

· Each student is required to turn in an independently-written paper.  If your paper is clearly copied from one of your group members, both papers will receive a failing grade.

· Papers should be typed, and should be 4-6 pages long, with the following formatting:

· Double-spaced

· 1” margins

· Times New Roman font, size 12

· Papers are due on October 12.
Presentation (50 points)

· You are expected to give a PowerPoint presentation about your topic in front of the class.  This presentation should address the 2 questions that you answered in your paper.  Additionally, finish your presentation with at least 2 discussion questions to start conversation in class.
· If you are working in a group, each person in the group should present a section of the presentation.  Group members who do not participate in the presentation will not receive credit, even if they helped create the PowerPoint.

· Practice your presentation in advance.  You should not stand in front of the class and simply read your PowerPoint.  Be familiar with your material and explain it to the class, rather than reading to the class.

· Presentations should be 10-15 minutes long, plus 5-10 minutes for discussion and questions.  Make sure you practice your presentation in advance, it is easy to make them too long or too short.

· Presentations will begin on October 5.  We will make a presentation schedule in class.
