Building Cultural Bridges
Quarter 3 Project: MLK Speech Re-Write
Overview:
	The goal of this project is to re-write Martin Luther King’s 1967 speech “Beyond Vietnam: A Time to Break Silence”.  The speech should be edited, revised, and shortened to address modern issues in the world.
	This project is worth 100 points.
Requirements:
· Part 1: Speech Information Sheet (35 points)
· You must turn in a Speech Information Sheet, which should include the following:
· a list of the major points from all 12 sections of MLK’s speech  (What was he trying to say in each section?)
· for each of the 12 sections, a short list of modern-day issues that are similar to the ones that MLK spoke about in the 1960s
· a one paragraph “mission statement” that summarizes the entire speech (What was MLK trying to say with the speech as a whole?)
· Part 2: Speech Re-Write (40 points)
· Re-write MLK’s speech to address modern American and world issues.
· These can include any of the following: terrorism (of all kinds), US military & war, racism, poverty, welfare-to-work policies, spreading democracy and/or capitalism, gun violence.
· You do not need to address any of these specific topics, but you may.  You are also welcome to include any other social issue or conflict that seems relevant to you.
· The speech should be at least 3 pages long, double-spaced.
· Part 3: Participation (25 points)
· This will be graded based on my perception of how much you contributed to the group’s project.  This evaluation includes time spent in class and the computer lab, as well as your group’s evaluations of your contribution.
Misc. Information
· All project materials must be typed.
· You may work in groups of no more than 5 on this project.
· Be creative about how you revise MLK’s speech.  Use his speech as a guide, but feel free to expand, change, and revise it as you see fit.
· Extra credit may be offered for groups who present their speech to the class.  To get the extra credit, all group members will have to participate in the presentation.
· All students will be given the opportunity to evaluate their group members’ contributions to the project.  If I see that you are not helping and your group members tell me the same, your grade will go down.
· The project is due on Monday, March 8.
