· Kitchen appliances
· Cars, buses
· Electric musical instruments
· Microwave/stove/grill
· Hair dryers/curlers/straighteners
· Clocks
· Vending machines
· Calculators
· Anything else that plugs in, uses batteries/gas, requires manmade power
Exceptions: You may break any of these rules for the following reasons:

· An emergency
· If you have to for another class/homework
· Any other “needs” (but no “wants”!)
