1. Define and describe the differences between sensory memory, short-term memory, and long-term memory.  Why is short-term memory more commonly referred to as “working memory” today?  Finally, use the terms encoding, storage, and retrieval to illustrate how information moves through our memory system.
2. In class, we discussed several types of memories.  Define each of the following types, and give an example of each.

· explicit memory

· implicit memory

· episodic memory

· semantic memory

· procedural memory

3. Imagine that you are giving advice to your friend about using his/her memory better on the upcoming APUSH exam.  Based on research presented in class, list and describe three (3) memory tips that you would give your friend.  Be sure to describe why you would make each suggestion, and how specifically your friend could use each on the APUSH exam.
4. Define retrograde amnesia and anterograde amnesia.  Describe how a person’s experience might change if they had both types of amnesia at the same time.  How would this person experience time (and why)?

6. Describe the evolutionary psychology perspective on what men and women are seeking in romantic relationships and why.  This perspective also predicts that men and women become romantically jealous about different things.  Describe this difference and the evolutionary explanation of why.
