Fabric requirements (based on picture):

For triangles, all measurements listed are the legs, not the hypotenuse

Fabric A: 
16 2” right triangles

Fabric B: 
8 2” right triangles



1 2” square

Fabric C: 
8 2” right triangles

Fabric D: 
4 2”x4” rectangles

Variations: 

The way that I originally saw this block, C was the dark fabric and B was light, like a ribbon folded over. On my block, rather than having a black triangle between the B and C pieces, I added a new color. 

Grandmother’s Choice / Duck and Ducklings








Fabric requirements (based on picture):

For triangles, all measurements listed are the legs, not the hypotenuse

Fabric A: 
8 2” right triangles



4 2”x4” rectangles

Fabric B: 
4 4” right triangles

Fabric C: 
4 2” squares

Fabric D: 
1 2” square

-OR-

To do the triangles in the corners: instead of 4 Fabric C squares, cut

Fabric C: 
4 2” triangles

Fabric A: 
4 2” triangles (total of 12)

For this block, attach the small triangles to the corner squares first, then attach to the big triangle. 

Variations: 

One variation is to change the corner squares to right triangles. Different colors for the big (and/or little) triangles could also have a neat effect.

This is a block that is easy to put together in rows. When making the block, get the 5 rows of 5 blocks sewn, then start attaching them. 

Variations: 

One variation that I did was to change B so it’s not all the same color. C could match the background to highlight the ring in the center. Or D could be all squares.

Variations: 

This block is probably the easiest to vary since there are multiple pieces. Different colors will have different effects. The corner blocks could be changed to squares, the square blocks could be changed to triangles. The rectangles could be changed to 2 2” squares and then made different colors.
