Economic paper / presentations
For the end of the semester, your assignment is to fix the economy. You will pick a single topic and state what you will do to fix it. Stick with the US economy/US issues. For the rest of your paper, look at the cause and effect results of that change. If you change this, how will it impact its industry?, what industries will be helped and hurt? will it help or hurt US jobs?, things like that. These questions are just guidelines. Defend your argument – convince me that even if it hurts a specific area, that’s okay because ____. 
For your topic, avoid issues like gay marriage, abortion, or other things that cause strong feelings for both view points. Also, your topic should be as unpartisan as possible (“abolish capitalism” is okay while “throw all of the Democrats off a cliff” is not). 

Papers should be 2 pages long (and no more than 4). 1.5 spacing, 12 point font, normal margins, etc. Spell and grammar check your papers. You do not need research, but if you quote a specific source, cite that source. 
Then, on Friday May 15 through Tuesday May 19 (assuming a normal final’s week schedule), you will present your topic. The presentation will be 4 minutes total. You’ll spend 2 minutes presenting your idea and what effects it will have. The remaining time will be used for questions. You don’t need a PowerPoint or poster board (etc), but are welcome to use those in your presentation. 
Topics selections are due by Weds May 6. Once you give me your topic choice, then you can sign up for a presentation day and time. Papers are due on Friday May 15. 25 points for the paper. 25 points for the presentation. The grading rubric will be posted separately. 
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
