Group Presentations

This semester, your grade will include a presentation component. The presentations are designed to increase your understanding of a specific mathematic concept and allow you the opportunity to present the concept to the class. The presentations are generally a few days before the chapter test in order to serve as a review tool. 

For your presentation, you will work in groups of 2. If there is an odd number of students, one person can work by themselves. The presentations will be spaced out throughout the semester. Each group will present one section of the math book. A sign up sheet will be passed around in the next week. The total presentation time should be 14-17 minutes in length and allow a few minutes at the end for questions from the audience. The presentation needs to convey the information contained in the section and must be school appropriate. If you're not sure if it's school appropriate, don't do it! A grade of 0 will be awarded for a presentation not in compliance with these rules. Most presentation mediums can be used; please see me if you're unsure if what you're thinking of using will work. Each group should be provide the class with a handout not to exceed one page, front and back. If you want me to copy your handout, please get it to me one week in advance. The page cannot have pictures or a lot of black on them. I want the presentation criteria to be open-ended and allow you to be creative. Think outside the box. 

The presentation dates are listed below. You are expected to be here for your presentation. Since the dates are given in advance and you choose the date that you sign up for, if you miss your date, for any reason, you will be awarded a 0. Exceptions will only be granted in extenuating circumstances and will be left to my discretion. An illness or family trip is not a valid excuse.
