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Welcome to University High School Honors Geometry! I am excited to begin this school year with all of you. I know that this year will be a learning experience for all of us and I’m looking forward to being able to get to know you. 

Grading – Your grades will be based on tests, quizzes, homework, and occasional challenge problems. My grading scale is the traditional 100-90% A, 89%-80% B, 79-70% C, 69-60% D. There will be no rounding of the final grades. An 89.9% is a B. Extra credit is at my discretion and will be available in the form of challenge questions on tests.
Class Website – This class has a webpage on the UHS site. The URL is http://www.uhseport.net/published/C/Ca/CCanterman/home/1/ or it can be found by googling “University High Tucson”, clicking on the UHS homepage, click on “Academics” and all teacher webpages are listed. At the very top, select “Honors Geometry” and you’re there! This page will include your homework assignments (discussed in more detail below), a calendar of important dates, and any additional materials that you might need. There is also a discussion board. Feel free to post your questions about homework and/or concepts. Please also feel free to respond to your classmates’ questions. I will be on the board prior to a test, so any last minute questions can be answered online. This can be a valuable tool to helping you prepare for a test. I hope this goes without saying, but I expect all discussion postings to be respectful and appropriate. 
Homework – The weekly assignment sheet will be available on the class website. There is also a weekly assignment board on the West wall of my classroom. The weekly assignment sheets will specify daily homework and announce tests. You are expected to do the work on the day assigned as we will go over questions in the next class period. Homework is due the day after it is assigned. Late homework will be accepted on the following day only for partial credit. After that, homework will not be accepted for any credit. If you are absent, homework is due the 1st day that you are back. After the 1st day, the homework will be considered late and follows the above listed late scale. 

Make-up tests/quizzes – If you are absent on the day of a test or quiz, you are expected to come in to make up the test during the next available period. If a test is on Friday, you are expected to come in during Monday’s conference hour to make-up the test. 
Class presentations – Prior to the December final exam, students will be divided into small groups. Each group will be responsible for a presentation based on a portion of the Geometry book. Further details regarding the presentations and group assignments will be distributed separately. 

General classroom rules – I ask that my students have respect for themselves, each other, and me, and therefore act accordingly. I expected the highest of academic ethics from you and know that you will never give me a reason to question where an answer on a test or quiz came from. If problems of cheating do arise, a grade of zero will be recorded for the test of any student involved and that individual’s parents will be contacted. Also, if I see a cell phone or electronic device out during a test/quiz, this will be considered cheating. Additional procedures and penalties for cheating are detailed in the district’s Guidelines for Students Rights and Responsibilities. No electronic devices should be out during class and will be confiscated. Naturally, I expect my students to be in class daily and on time. Attendance and tardy policies are clearly defined in the UHS handbook. 

Classroom location – For first period, I am in Ms. Schuneman’s room T-12. For the remainder of the day, I am in room 117. As of right now, I plan on being in 117 during Advisory period. However, I may move to the library at a later date – any changes will be announced. I usually do not get here too early in the morning, but I stay late after school. If you have questions regarding the material, please come talk to me during those times or we can schedule an alternate appointment time. The discussion board is also a great late night question tool. 

Since I share classrooms, it will be necessary to leave phone messages through the office (232-5900). I prefer to receive communication through my district email, carolyn.canterman@tusd1.org. Emails will allow for quicker and more efficient communication.
