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Welcome back!! As we enter the 2nd semester of Honors Algebra, I want to outline the main policies and procedures for the class. 
Grading – Your grades will be based on tests, quizzes, homework, and occasional challenge problems. My grading scale is the traditional 100-90% A, 89%-80% B, 79-70% C, 69-60% D. There will be no rounding of the final grades. An 89.9% is a B. Extra credit is at my discretion and will be available in the form of bonus questions on tests and logic puzzles offered after a test. Logic puzzles will not be available after every test. When a logic puzzle is offered, it is due at the beginning of the next class period. If you are absent for a test, you will not be offered the logic puzzle. 
Homework – I will hand out weekly assignment sheets which will specify daily homework and announce tests. You are expected to do the work on the day assigned as we will go over questions in the next class period. I will usually collect a week’s worth of homework the first day we meet the following week. Late homework will be accepted on the following day only for partial credit. After that, homework will not be accepted for any credit. If you are absent, homework is due the 1st day that you are back. After the 1st day, the homework will be considered late and follow the above listed late scale. 
Make-up tests/quizzes – If you are absent on the day of a test or quiz, you are expected to come in to make up the test during the next available period. If a test is on Friday, you are expected to come in during Monday’s conference hour to make-up the test. 
Pop Quizzes – 15 pop quizzes will be given throughout the semester. The quizzes will be unannounced and may be given at any point during a class period. Of the 15 scores, the top 10 will be counted. If you are absent for a quiz, you may not make up the quiz. A missed quiz will earn a score of 0. Since the lowest 5 scores are dropped, the 0 will be included in the dropped scores. Special accommodations may be made in specific circumstances, but are up to my discretion. 
Class presentations – Students will be assigned into groups of 2. Each group will be responsible for a presentation based on a section of the Algebra book. Further details regarding the presentations and group assignments will be distributed separately. 
Quiz/test corrections – For most of the quizzes and tests, students have the option of correcting their missed questions to earn half of the missed points back. Corrections must be done on a separate sheet of paper or no points will be awarded. Corrections are due one week from when the test/quiz is returned to the students. Late corrections will not be accepted. 

General classroom rules – I ask that my students have respect for themselves, each other, and me, and therefore act accordingly. I expected the highest of academic ethics from you and know that you will never give me a reason to question where an answer on a test or quiz came from. If problems of cheating do arise, a grade of zero will be recorded for the test of any student involved and that individual’s parents will be contacted. Additional procedures and penalties for cheating are detailed in the district’s Guidelines for Students Rights and Responsibilities. Naturally, I expect my students to be in class daily and on time. Attendance and tardy policies are clearly defined in the UHS handbook. 

Classroom location – In the mornings (conference hour and advisory), I am located in Mr. Schmidt’s room, 117. In the afternoons, I am located in Mr. Callesen’s room, 114. If you have questions regarding the material, please come talk to me during those times or we can schedule an alternate appointment time.
