Huck Finn Readers’ Theater Projects
These are group projects that require collaboration; therefore, we will have some time in class allotted to working on them.  Each member of each group must contribute actively to project design and/or presentation.  (You will be asked to submit a responsibility sheet detailing each group member’s contributions when you present your project).  Films may substitute for skits; however, be sure to use class time productively to prepare for the out-of-class filming and editing.  All skits and film screenings will be limited to 10 minutes.
As a group, select one of the following options for your project:
Masterpiece Theater
Script, introduce, present, and discuss a scene from The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, acting to the best of your ability (you won’t be evaluated on your drama skills).  Choose costuming and/or props that are appropriate to the characters in the scene.  Although your rendition should be faithful to the plot events and characters in text, you may modernize or otherwise adapt the setting, language, or costuming.  However, you may not include profanity or other offensive language.  Be sensitive to how members of other ethnicities, genders, and/or socio-economic backgrounds might respond to the language used in your piece, and if you have concerns, ask Ms. Glass.

In addition to the scene itself, your presentation should include an introduction of the scene (think Masterpiece Theater) which provides any background information needed to set the scene in context, and a brief conclusion, in which you discuss the importance of this scene to the novel as a whole.

A Whole New World?

Script and perform your re-interpretation of a scene from The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, acting to the best of your ability (you won’t be evaluated on your drama skills).  You will re-interpret the scene from the point of view of another character (i.e. not Huck) in the novel: Jim, Pap, the Widow, Miss Watson, Tom Sawyer, or any other character about whom you know enough to speculate as to how (s)he would perceive the events in the scene.  Your chosen character can be, but does not have to be, a participant in the scene itself.

You should remain faithful to the language, setting, and costuming that characterize Twain’s era.  In addition to the scene itself, your presentation should include an introduction of the scene (think Masterpiece Theater) which provides any background information needed to set the scene in context, and a brief conclusion, in which you discuss how your chosen character’s point of views compares to Huck’s, as well as the importance of this scene to the novel as a whole.
